ACCESS
Horses are permitted on tracks and areas as shown. Seasonal access (from 1 December
to 30 April) applies in parts of Alpine NP.

Horses are not permitted to remain at camps and day visitor areas except those noted as
Designated Horse Camps.

Horses are not permitted in areas of bogs, wetlands, wet heathland or snow patch
vegetation.
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Maximum group size of 20 applies where riding is permitted on a seasonal basis. j ‘

Maximum group size of 28 applies in other permitted riding areas.

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HORSE RIDING AND HORSE CAMPING PROVISIONS

MANAGEMENT OF HORSES

Horses must be watered downstream of huts, camps and day visitor areas. Buckets
should be used for drinking if possible.

Horses must not be washed in or near rivers, streams, aqueducts or other waterbodies.
Buckets must be used for washing.

Nosebags must be used for feeding. Feed type should be selected to minimise the risk 4 - ]
of the spread of weeds, such as pellets, certified clean chaff/hay and rolled or cracked, . ) i s Py
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
